Clear transparent contact paper 
Scissors 
Marker 
Hole punch 
Glue 
String 
Brown paint (optional) 
Paintbrush (optional) 

Step 1: Cut out the hornbook pattern and lesson sheet.

Step 2: Trace the hornbook pattern onto the cardboard.

Step 4: Apply glue to the back of the lesson sheet. 

Step 5: Affix the lesson sheet to the hornbook cutout. 



 
 

 

Step 6: Measure how much contact paper is needed to cover the lesson 

sheet on the hornbook. 

Step 7: Affix the contact paper to hornbook covering the lesson sheet. 



 

 

Step 8: Punch a hole into the handle of your hornbook. 



 

 

Step 9: Pull a length of string through the hole and tie it off.
